Statement in relation to the resignation of Cranford Hospice executive director Barry Keane
Hawke’s Bay District Health Board chief executive Kevin Snee said, today, it was time for the community to move on and stop looking for blame around the issues facing Cranford Hospice.

The recommendations made in the Central Region Technical Advisory Services (TAS) audit report of Cranford Hospice identified a set of issues that undermined patient care and the DHB would ensure those  recommendations were implemented in full, Dr Snee said.

“Progress is being made and the DHB will make sure that Cranford Hospice gets back on its feet and become fully operational again.” 

Dr Snee said the timeline of returning the inpatient unit back to Cranford Hospice by November remained on track.
